Hairstyles – Show Tights – Shoes – Make-up – Accessories 
The Fuzion faculty wants the dancers to look uniform and professional on stage.  In order to do this, dancers are 

required to wear the same hairstyle, shade of tights, make-up, shoes and accessories for recital. 
 

HAIRSTYLES: 
All dancers are required to have all their bangs pulled back for recital.  Dancers with short hair should talk to their 
teacher about a hairstyle. 
 
SHOW TIGHTS: 
All dancers will need to have BRAND NEW tights (show tights) for the recital and for pictures.  It is important that 
each dancer has the correct style and color of tights.  Tights can be purchased at Footlights in Fairlawn Plaza Mall. 
 
SHOES: 
All dancers must have the required class shoe.  Make sure that their shoes look nice for recital. 
 
MAKE-UP: 
Competition dancers should know their make-up routine.  Dancers in 4th grade and under should wear make-up 
for the recital.  The lights on the stage will be bright and if the dancers are not wearing make-up they will look 
washed out.  The Fuzion faculty suggests rosy pink cheeks, brown eye shadow, black eye liner, black mascara and 
red lips.  If you have questions about make-up feel free to talk to your child’s teacher. 
 
ACCESSORIES: 
Many of the dancers will have accessories such as white socks, shoe bows and hair pieces to go with their 
costume.  Dancers will receive their accessories when they receive their costumes.

Note1:  This will be DIFFERENT than at dress rehearsal (at dress rehearsal we will practice the finale first so 
they will have on their first costume).  
Note2:  All dancers who walk out for finale in their tap costumes (either at dress rehearsal or recital) will 
need to change into ballet or jazz shoes before walking out for finale.

 Tom and Snowda Powell from Powell Photography will be taking the recital pictures on Saturday, April 30 
and Sunday, May 1 at Fuzion School of Dance.  In the back of the handbook is a picture order form.  Please bring 
your order forms to your picture session.  Make checks payable to Powell Photography.  Payment is due 
at the time of the photo session.  Pictures will be available to pick up at dress rehearsal on Tuesday, May 31.  If 
you do not plan to purchase pictures, we would appreciate it if your child would be in the group picture with 
his/her class. 
 
 Please plan to arrive 10 minutes early to your scheduled picture time.  This will help us stay on schedule.  
Dancers should arrive at the studio with their costume on with a cover-up on over the top.  Hair and make-up 
should already be done and dancers should be wearing “show tights”.  Please do not allow dancers to eat or drink 
anything while in their costume. 
 
Shooting Stars (Pre-K to 4th Grade Dancers):  Even though some of these dancers have two costumes, they will 
only get their picture taken in ONE of their costumes. 
Specialty Classes:  These classes will have their group photos taken.  Individual photos will not be available. 
Showstoppers & Xcel Dancers:  These dancers will have a group picture taken in all of their costumes.  Dancers 
will only be able to get individual pictures taken in “Cha Cha Heels”. 
S/D/T Competition Program:  No pictures will be taken in s/d/t costumes.

Dress Rehearsal Information 
Tuesday, May 31

Topeka Performing Arts Center 

 
 Dress rehearsal for Live, Love, Dance  will be held on Tuesday, May 31 at Topeka 
Performing Arts Center.  Dancers should arrive at 5:15 pm SHARP in their first costume (with 
a cover-up on).  All dancers should find a place to sit in the auditorium.  At 5:30 pm the Fuzion 
faculty will line the dancers up in their finale order.  Dancers should wear their ballet or jazz shoes 
for finale even if they have their tap costume on.   
 

After finale practice, the dancers will be taken to their dressing rooms by their “Stage 
Moms”.  Parents should also go to the dressing room so they know where their child will report 
for the recital.  Parents will be responsible for helping their child change in and out of their 
costumes.  “Stage Mom’s” are only in the dressing room to help out so that parents can watch 
their child’s performance from the auditorium. 

 
Dancers will need to stay with their “Stage Mom” and class during dress rehearsal.  If 

dancers have a long wait before their first dance or in between dances they will be able to sit 
in the auditorium and watch with their “Stage Mom” and class while they wait.  It is important 
that classes stay together so that “Stage Mom’s” do not have to go looking for dancers.  Parents 
are free to sit with the classes in the auditorium. 

 
Once dancers have performed their final number on stage, they are free to leave.  Please 

make sure dancers either change into street clothes or put their cover-up back on before 
leaving the auditorium.

Dancers should report to their dressing rooms in their first costume by 5:45 pm SHARP 

on Wednesday, June 1.  Doors will open at 6:00 pm.  The show will start at 6:30 pm.  Dancers 
are required to stay in their dressing room for the entire performance.   

 
At the end of the recital, all of the dancers will walk out for finale in their LAST costume.  

REMEMBER:  If their last costume is a tap costume, they will need to change into jazz or ballet 
shoes for the finale.  After the dancers walk out for finale, there will be some announcements 
made then the dancers will be dismissed by class.  A parent will need to make their way up to 
the stage to pick up their child.  Dancers in 4th grade and under will not be allowed to leave 
the stage without a parent.  Dancers in 5th grade and up will be dismissed to their dressing 
rooms.

Recital Particulars 
 

1. NO VIDEOTAPING ALLOWED AT THE RECITAL!!!  However, videotaping will be allowed 
at the dress rehearsal.   

 
2. Flash Photography Policy: 

Dress Rehearsal:  Family and friends will be allowed to take pictures at the dress rehearsal.  Feel 
free to move up close to the stage to get good photos of your child. 
Recital:  Flash Photography is PROHIBITED at the recital.  Feel free to bring your camera to take 
pictures of your child after the recital. 

 
3. NO FOOD, CANDY OR DRINKS at Topeka Performing Arts Center.  Not only is this a Fuzion 

School of Dance recital policy, it is a TPAC policy.  We have a beautiful facility to host our recital; 
therefore we should respect the rules. 

 
4. Dancers MUST stay in their dressing rooms for the ENTIRE RECITAL!!  This includes 

intermission!! 
 

5. Please do not arrive early and save seats for family and friends.  If you plan to sit with a group of 
people, you should all arrive at the same time.  The auditorium doors will be open at 3:30 pm.   

 
6. Only those helping with a costume change will be allowed backstage or in the dressing rooms. 

 
7. Dancers need to wear a cover-up to and from dress rehearsal and recital.  It is also important for 

dancers to understand that anytime they are out of their dressing room, they need to have a 
cover-up on over their costume. 

 
8. Dancers are not allowed to chew gum anytime during the dress rehearsal or recital. 

 
9. Dancers are not allowed to wear jewelry (unless it is part of your costume) for pictures, the dress 

rehearsal or recital.  Even the smallest earrings can pick up light and be very distracting on stage. 
 

10. Dancers should not wear underwear under their tights.  Special exception for creative 
movement dancers. 

 
11. Parents, please mark EVERY item with your child’s name or initials.  If something gets misplaced, 

it is much easier to sort things out if costumes, shoes, tights, etc. are marked with a name. 
 

12. During the performance, if you need to move out of your seat, please do so in between 
numbers.  Movement in the audience can be very distracting for the performers.
